








Impact of the Digital Collection

The costs of the digital project are about 25 percent of the AAF library budget. This budgetary commitment detracts from other
types of the library spending, but we believe that it has been money well spent. The digital collection has dramatically increased the
usage of library resources and the number of people using them.

If opening a PDF file on the website is viewed as analogous to using a book or periodi-
cal in the library, then usage of library materials has increased about 300-fold, an impressive
increase considering that that the digital documents on the website converted from paper
amount to fewer than 2 percent of all pages in the traditional library collection. Similarly,
the number of user-visits to the virtual collection is between 250 and 300 times greater
than the number of user-visits to the traditional library.

The introduction of Web publishing also has resulted in a more international clien-
tele. During the nine years of the library’s pre-digital period, the staff recorded inquiries
and visits from fifty-seven countries. The website now attracts users from 130 to 150
nations annually.

Internally, the virtual collection has significantly reduced the amount of staff time
spent answering historical questions, especially those dealing with the Olympic
Movement. In the past, assisting users with historical questions often required looking
at page after page in un-indexed or partially indexed periodicals. Searches that used to
take thirty minutes or more now can be done in seconds.

Finding the correct financial balance between traditional library services and the
development of digital resources will be an ongoing issue. There is no question,
though, that the virtual collection will continue to grow. It has become an integral

part of the library’s services that enables the library to extend its reach and impact
in a way that would be impossible by traditional means.

HOW TO USE THE LIST SERVE

A great benefit of your membership to the International Sports Heritage Association is the ability to share
and gain knowledge with a vast cross-section of professionals in the industry. The easiest and most efficient man-
ner in which to achieve this is to utilize our List Serve. Here's how to do it.

To send a message to the entire list of subscribers, simply address your e-mail to members@sportsheritage.org.
You must meet two requirements for success: (1) you must be subscribed to the list yourself, and (2) you have to
send your message to members@sportsheritage.org from the e-mail address that the list has on record for you. In
other words, if you receive e-mail from the list at ail address, you must also send it from that
address in order to have your message go thr

This is a great way to pose a question to e an announcement, or to send out a cry
for help on a vexing problem that one of your col ave just solved (and would be happy to share the
solution).

List Serve Etiquette. When you receive a message from the list serve, clicking your "reply" button will send
your reply only to the originator of the message you are replying to, so that member mailboxes don't get cluttered
with too much list serve mail. But if you believe your reply may be of interest to the whole group (such as when a
general discussion is going on), you can manually replace the "Send" address with the list serve address
(members@sportsheritage.org), and your replying message will then go to the whole list and everyone can bene-
fit from your message.
