A More than half of population abandoned the city during the British occupation from 1776 to 1779.

A Became a popular Gilded Age summer resort, welcoming America’s wealthiest families with names
like Vanderbilt, Astor, and Wharton.

A The Naval War U.S. Naval War College was established here in 1884 and today is home to more than
42 naval and defense commands and activities.

A From 1930 to 1983, became synonymous with the America’s Cup, as the race for one of the most
prestigious sporting trophies in the world took place off our coastline.

A Today, maintains its reputation as the Sailing Capital of the World as host of some of racing’s most
esteemed regattas.

A Today’s Newport continues to welcome visitors from around the globe to enjox the spoils of
summer in addition to the majestic colors and crisp salty breezes of autumn, the serenity of winter,
and the reawakening season of spring.
